· You will work with a partner to collect information about the Globe Theatre and Romeo and Juliet. You will produce a programme that might be given out to theatre goers in Shakespearean times advertising Romeo and Juliet
· You will use books and IT and you will record exactly where you get your information from – Books – Title and Author and/or IT- the website that you use. Use the boxes on the work sheets to gather the facts.

Use the statements and questions on the following sheets to gather information. Keywords that may be of use are in bold type.  You MUST record where you get your information from – The book – title and author, or website address. This is known as a Bibliography.
The Globe Theatre

The first playhouse or ‘theatre’ was opened in 1567 followed by several more. Find out the names of some these theatres and why they were built South of the River Thames and away from the ‘City of London’
Find out about the Lord Chamberlain’s men – who they were and what they did they do.

Find out who built the Globe theatre in 1599 and where the building materials came from?

Running a playhouse was an expensive business, investigate the ways in which money was raised – look at the word ‘sharers’

At what time of the day were plays usually staged? And how were they advertised
The audience could be up to 2,000 people Who were the ‘groundlings’ and who would sit in the galleries  how could an audience show they didn’t like what was happening on stage.
Describe what you would find in the tiring house, the heavens, hell.

Which two families are involved in the story of Romeo and Juliet
Discover where the lovers met
Where do the declare their love for each other – why might their marriage prove to be a problem

What plan does Juliet hatch in order to run away with Romeo – what goes wrong with the plan.
