Known as the ‘Rainbow Nation’, The population of S.A. is made up of many different races, the original inhabitants were black – look at how the racial mix of inhabitants has changed since the first white immigrants arrived in 1642.
South Africa was once operated a system of apartheid. Find out how this affected the population of this country. 

After many years of imprisonment, Nelson Mandela became South Africa’s first black president – discover which political party he represented – and find out why he had previously been imprisoned.

Urban and rural life in S.A. are at opposite ends of the scale of lifestyles – look at the differences between life in a busy city such as Johannesburg with that of a township such as Soweto
Agriculture is difficult in S.A. because of a shortage of water – Just over one tenth of the land is used for intensive farming using rainfall only, the rest by irrigation– find out which crops are grown

S.A. is one of the wealthiest and most industrialised nations on the African continent – investigate the minerals that are exported around the world
Climate varies immensely - look at how extremes of weather affect the way in which people live and work in South Africa .

Sport and Leisure are very important to South Africans – look at the international and traditional sports played by South Africans and how they like to spend their leisure time
