South Africa is sometimes called the ‘Rainbow Nation’ – find out what this might mean
What does the word apartheid mean? How would life have been if you were a black or mixed race person living in South Africa during apartheid How has it changed?
Who was the first black president of South Africa? Find out what the letters ANC stand for, and Thabo Mbeki is.
Look at the differences between life in a township like Soweto and a busy city like Johannesburg
Why do you think farming might be difficult in South Africa what are the crops they grow and where do they grow them,  think about climate and  weather?
South Africa is a very rich nation compared to the rest of Africa because it is industrialised – what does this mean and what does South Africa export around the world? – look at the word minerals
South Africans enjoy their leisure time and sports – look at how the climate affects the way that they spend their free time.
